Update from ELCA Lutheran Disaster Response  
 

The United Nations reports that over 6.5 million people have left the Ukraine and an additional 7 million are 

displaced within it.  The ELCA reports that funds received have been at work as they respond to the crisis.  

An example of an inspiring ministry supported by the ELCA is Mandák House, a church in Budapest Hungary.  

Since March, the staff and volunteers have dedicated themselves to supporting the Ukrainian refugees. The 

have found their response to the refugee crisis evolve 

from beyond immediate relief supplies to helping  

refugees place their children in schools, find jobs, take 

language classes, access the health care system and 

integrate into the community.  Financial support is still 

needed as the war in Ukraine continues and the needs 

of refugees and displaced people evolve.  Please  

consider a gift to Lutheran Disaster Response.
